What’s new at TDS 
 Tu B’Shevat is the 15th א
of Shevat on the Jewish calendar 
-- celebrated this year on 
Shabbat, January 30, 2010 -- is 
the day that marks the beginning 
of a "New Year for Trees", Rosh 
Hashanah La Ilanot. This is the 
season in which the earliest-blooming trees in the 
Land of Israel emerge from their winter sleep and 
begin a new fruit-bearing cycle.  
We mark the day of Tu B'Shevat by eating fruit, 
particularly from the kinds that are singled out by the 
Torah in its praise of the bounty of the Holy Land: 
grapes, figs, pomegranates, olives and dates, wheat 
& barley.  
It is customary to increase in the amount of fruits one 
eats on the 15th of Shevat, in order to praise G-d 
who created all these species of fruits especially 
from the Shivat Haminim. 
One should make an effort to eat at least one fruit 

which one has not eaten that entire season, 
and would require the blessing of 
Shehecheyanu. In celebration of Tu
